NOx - Road transport (1A3bi-iv)
Difference in emission figures are due to the use of a newer COPERT version. In 2015, COPERT4v11.1 was used. In 2016, COPERT4v11.3 was used for the whole time series. For 2013, also mobility data are actualised for the three regions as this information was not available yet in the submission of 2015. 

NOx - Manure Management (3B)
In Flanders, animal numbers are revised for the years 2007-2013. These data come from the Flemish Land Agency (VLM). 
In Wallonia, animal numbers are taken from the regional statistics for 2013 and 2014, because the national agricultural census does not provide any longer the detailed statistics needed. Therefore, animal numbers are different for 2013.
Emission factors are equal as compared to last year for each animal category.

NOx - Inorganic fertilizers used (3Da1)
In Flanders, activity data were actualised to be consistent with the NH3-model EMAV. Data come from the Department Agriculture and Fisheries and the Institute for Agricultural and Fisheries Research.
In Wallonia, there were no changes in activity data.
Emission factors are equal as compared to last year.

NOx - Animal manure applied to soils (3Da2a)
In Flanders, animal numbers are revised for the years 2007-2013. These data come from the Flemish Land Agency (VLM). 
In Wallonia, overestimation of the amount of organic fertilizer was detected. This error has been corrected in the whole time series.
Emission factors are equal as compared to last year.

NMVOC - Manure Management (3B)
In Wallonia, there were no changes in activity data or emission factors for 2010.
In Flanders, animal numbers are revised for the years 2007-2013. These data come from the Flemish Land Agency (VLM). Emission factors are taken from the EMEP Guidebook 2013. In 2015 submission, all emission factors were with silage feeding. We know that this is certainly an overestimation for some categories because cattle, sheep, goats and horses are often grazing. Therefore, in the 2016 submission, the emission factors without silage feeding were taken for these animal categories in Flanders. 
For the next submission, experts will be consulted to evaluate the share with and without silage feeding to give a better estimate of the emission factors in both regions. 

NMVOC - Cultivated Crops (3De)
No changes in number of hectares of cropped area or emission factors.
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
