
Declaration on consistent reporting of Approved Adjustments

Country: France
Date of submission: 15 February 2017
Adjustment for road transport NOx approved in 2016 for the years 2010 - 2014  
Herewith the France declares that the method / emission factors used for the calculation of emissions for the years 2010 – 2015 are the same as for the road transport NOx in the year the adjustments for road transport NOx were approved (2016). 

Especially, the same COPERT 4 v.11 methodology is used within the 2016 inventory submission and the new 2017 submission. Nevertheless, some improvements on national data/circumstances have been implemented with the last 2017 inventory submission concerning: 

· Improvement in the vehicle fleet by splitting the category of vehicles over 20 years old (to 21-30 years old).

· Improvement of the fleet taking into account the fact that foreign vehicles (using French fuel sold) are generally more recent than French vehicles.

· More accurate average mileages of buses and coaches based on more specific national statistics. 
· Improvement of the correction of the slope effect for energy balance of heavy duty vehicles. 
The impacts of these improvements for road transport NOx relate to small decreases of emissions (less than 2%) for the years [2010; 2014].
