


  
Declaration on consistent reporting of Approved Adjustments


Country: BELGIUM
Date of submission: 15.02.2021
Date of resubmission: 08.03.2021

Herewith Belgium declares that the criteria and methodologies used for the calculation of adjustments for the years 2010 – 2015 submitted by 15 February 2021 (resubmission 08 March 2021) are the same for all sectors and pollutants as in the year the adjustments were approved (2015). 
Emission figures and therefore also the adjustments can differ from previous submissions due to recalculations in the emission inventory. Short explanations for differences in categories with adjustment application are given below per category-pollutant. More info is to be found in the IIR. 

NOx: Adjustment application for 2010-2015. LRTAP emission ceiling is attained from 2016 on.
NOx - Road transport (1A3bi-iv)
Difference in emission figures are due to the use of a newer COPERT version. In submission 2020, COPERT 5.3 was used. In submission 2021, a switch was made to  COPERT 5.4.36. Listing of different COPERT-versions : https://www.emisia.com/utilities/copert/versions/. Because of this change in COPERT-version, the vehicle classification (stock) used for COPERT needed to change. In the current COPERT version petrol and diesel PHEV passenger cars and hybrid busses were added as vehicle category (with corresponding emission factors). Because of the change in vehicle classification the methodology to generate mobility data was adjusted. The bio content in the fuel blends was recalculated on the basis of recent data, and now also with correction for petrol use in the off-road sector.
COPERT's CO2 correction option was used for the first time. This CO2 correction in the model makes it possible to take into account, within a certain EURO standard, the different construction years of vehicles within that EURO standard, the efficiency improvement of the passenger cars over the years. And thus better take into account the fuel consumption performance (and fuel consumption-based pollutants) of passenger cars.
For this submission, corrections were also implemented in mobility figures for the last years available.


NOx - Manure Management (3B)
Since the approval of the adjustments, emissions figures are improved according to the recommendations from the TERT given in the NECD.

In 2021 submission,
in Flanders, animal numbers are updated for the years 2000-2002, 2006-2016 and 2018. These data come from the Flemish Land Agency (VLM). The used model was updated. This results in an increase of the emission for the entire time series.  
In Wallonia, the azote excreted by animal (Nex) has been revised in response to centralized review. This has an impact on the N cycle and thus on NOx emissions.

NOx - Inorganic fertilizers used (3Da1)
Since the approval of the adjustments, emissions figures are improved according to the recommendations from the TERT given in the NECD.

In 2021 submission,
in Flanders, activity data of inorganic fertilizer use has been updated for 2017-2018. Data originate from the Department Agriculture and Fisheries and the Flemish Land Agency. The used model was updated. This results in an increase of the emission for the entire time series.  
In Wallonia, there were no changes in activity data.
Emission factors are equal as compared to 2015 submission.

NOx - Animal manure applied to soils (3Da2a)
In Flanders, animal numbers are revised for the years 2000-2002, 2006-2016 and 2018. These data come from the Flemish Land Agency (VLM). The used model was updated. This results in an increase of the emission for the entire time series.  
In Wallonia, the update of the Nex has also impacts on NOx emissions in 3Da2a.
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
