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[bookmark: _Hlk3974642][bookmark: _GoBack]For this 2019 Report, the emissions data provided is for the year 2017 and includes updates for any significant changes to previously submitted data.  Data is provided for SOx, NOx, NMVOCs, NH3, CO, HMs, POPs, and PM emissions.  The data reflects anthropogenic emission sources, i.e., those caused by human activity, and excludes emissions from wildfires and biogenic sources such as vegetation and soil.  The EPA develops a comprehensive National Emissions Inventory (NEI) every three years, i.e., 2008, 2011, 2014, etc.  The current NEI is the 2014 version 2 and includes main pollutants, heavy metals (HM), and persistent organic pollutant (POP)s.  National annual average trends are developed for the main pollutants (SOx, NOx, NH3, NMVOC, CO, and PM) based on the triennial inventories and other year-specific data.  The update for this report is that trends for the main pollutants are now available through the year 2017.  The emissions data for the HMs and POPs are available only in the triennial inventories; the most recent is for year 2014.  This report includes a description of the emissions information provided for RY2019, the data source(s), the location of the detailed documentation of estimation methods, and a brief discussion about specific pollutant trends.
In addition to these notes about the data provided, this IIR includes separate sheets for:
· National trends summary tables and charts: new or updated values of previously submitted year-specific U.S. data that the UN-ECE should have on record for Main Pollutants, HMs, and POPs.
· National Data summaries, in a format other than NFR:
· Main Pollutants, 2017; Black Carbon, 2014; HM and POPs, 2014;
· U.S. data summaries for PEMAs (Pollutant Emission Management Areas) per the 2012 Amendments to the Gothenburg Protocol; and
· PEMA area totals for the Main Pollutants NOx, VOC, SO2, and PM2.5 for the year 2017, and comparisons to the 2005 values for the respective areas.
